Schooling for your child on an extended holiday

If a student is on a family holiday longer than one (1) school term, the 

school will need to cancel the student's enrolment in accordance 

with the CECT Attendance Policy.  Families will need to submit a new 

enrolment application upon their return from their holiday.

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Principals must accurately record the daily attendance or absence of each 

student.  Holidays taken during school terms must be recorded as 

unauthorised absences by the school.
